 Minimal hard landscaping, such as putting down gravel. 

 Cleaning tools

 Ability to carry out instructions given regarding the tasks to be completed in the garden.

sweeping, and some work using ladders 

 Ability to identify plants and know what to do with them. 

 Some gardening experience whether professional or personal is desirable 

 Can provide their own protective clothing including gloves.
