Brewery Membership – Terms & Conditions
1. Brewery Membership is operated by: The Kendal Brewery Arts Centre, 122a Highgate, Kendal, Cumbria, LA9 4HE (owned and operated by the Kendal Brewery Arts Centre Trust Limited – registered charity 01086789) referred to hereafter as BAC and our catering Kendal Catering Company referred to hereafter as KCC.
2. Brewery Membership is a donor-scheme with financial and non-financial benefits, which are determined by and at the discretion of BAC in return for a fixed annual fee. Being part of Brewery Membership does not extend to any aspect of the management or governance of BAC, the Kendal Brewery Arts Centre Trust Limited (KBACTL) and its subsidiary KCC.
3. Brewery Membership is valid for one year from the date of purchase.
4. Brewery Membership discounts cannot be applied retrospectively to tickets already purchased.
5. Brewery Membership is valid only for the named holder and is non-transferable and non-exchangeable.
